
Absolute value is the magnitude of a number and is always positive, unless it is zero. 

When a value is plotted on a number line, the distance from zero is the absolute value. 

Its symbol indicates a grouping. 

 

The absolute value of -5.3 is |5.3|. 

The absolute value of 5.3 is |5.3|.
